Technical Requirements:

1. Create a web folder called flowers which will contain all the content of your website mockup.  

2. Create the following pages in the website folder.

· Create a page called index.htm as their home page

· Create a page called events.htm as their event page

· Create a page called spring.htm as their spring photo gallery page

3. Use CSS to do all text decorations, alignments, colors, etc.

4. Use an external style sheet to contain all CSS rules common to all pages.
5. Use one or more embedded style sheets as needed for page presentation. 

6. For images, use default images or find suitable images on the Internet for use in the mock-up.

· Store all images in an images folder.

7. Use www.lipsum.org for text content as needed. 

8. Use the following CSS properties during the course of the project.

· One or more pseudo-class selectors as needed

· Font properties

· Text decoration properties

· One or more element selectors

· One or more group selectors
· One or more descendent selectors

· One or more class selectors

9. Links 

· to one or more external websites.
· A navigation menu that goes to each page
· Style a list for the navigation menu

· A link at the bottom of each page that goes to the top of that page

· An email link

10. Lists

· One or more ordered lists

· One or more unordered lists

11. Metatags

· keywords meta tag on home page

· description meta tag on home page

Instructions:

1. Do what you can during the course of the lab time.  Focus on building the pages and their basic content and structure.  Plan how you are going to apply your CSS effects as you put it together.

2. When in doubt make an assumption and move on.  There is no right answer.  This is a mockup not a final product.

3. Post what you have done at the end of the lab.  Update your homework page with a link that says ‘Lab Project 1’.  Post your website folder to the server.   Make sure your links on the server work.
4. If you are note complete by the end of class, post what you have at that time.  Update your homework page as directed.  Go home, finish the project and post it to the server with a link that says ‘Project 1 Final’.
